A Brief Synopsis of the Thesis South African Anglican Clergywomen Merging Ministry and 

Motherhood: Exploring Presence, Praxis And Power

I have recently completely a PhD thesis on ministry and motherhood. The research was based on in-depth 
interviews with seven South African Anglican clergywomen in positions of authority in three provinces. 
These interviews were respectful (and hilarious and moving) instructive and inspirational conversations.  

Nelle Morton speaks of “hearing each other into speech” – this means that sometimes we don’t even know our own 

deep wisdom until people take the time to truly listen and encourage us to articulate it. These interview 

conversations helped to shift and redirect my professional and my personal direction. The alternative experience 

and perspective of clergywomen helped me to see the church in a new light and with new eyes. Frustration and pain 

were voiced. And there was extensive discussion about sacrifice. We were trying to figure out what we had sacrificed 

by engaging in ministry (and in motherhood). And we were trying to discern what an acceptable sacrifice might look 

like. We were all clear that our children ought not to be the sacrificial lambs. The presence of children should never 

be a liability to our ministry or to the church at large.

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GODS NEVER ENDING MERCIES

It was just another day in my life, all was well, although 
my neck was painful so I had made an appointment to 
see my chiropractor at midday. It was an extremely 
hot day (26 August 2014) and I was battling with the 
urticaria itchy rash all over my body caused by allergies 
to gluten, eggs and dairy products. This condition had 
been diagnosed in March 2014, no medication 
relieved the itch! The good thing was I had lost seven 
Kilos in six months!  

I went to my appointment with the chiropractor who 
manipulated my neck and re-aligned my spine, which 
brought great relief. At one o’clock I was quite 
exhausted and just wished I could have a rest, but both 
my Helper and Gardener were here so would have to 
wait till 3:30 pm then I could lie down. 

As God would have it, my husband came home an hour 
earlier than normal, so I said “I’m exhausted I must lie 
down and rest”, so he said that he would wake me at 
5:00 pm for our soapy. 

I did not go to sleep, I had no pain or headache. At 5:00 
my husband came tell me that it was time to get up. 
As I stood up I collapsed on the bed, luckily Edward 
was still in the room. I was gasping for breath and 
losing my balance! 

On phoning my doctor he asked if I could take my own 
blood pressure, which I had never done before, 
however after a short time of trying to get Edward to 
put the cuff on correctly, my BP was found to be 
170/110 (normal is 120/80). On seeing this I thought 
that I might be having a Pulmonary Embolism. The 
doctor told me to take a rescue tablet every five 
minutes for the next half hour and then check my 
blood pressure one more time. When checked the BP 
was the same, indicating no change, so I was told to go 
to Casualty. 

On arrival I was like a rag doll unable to get out of the 
car unaided, or to ‘hop on the couch will you’! I had a 
little discomfort in my stomach, the staff found it 
difficult to put up a drip, because all my veins had 
collapsed. Having had a chest x-ray was taken for an 
echo cardiogram, then as there was no I.C.U. bed 
available put in the medical ward overnight with 
oxygen. 

Next morning a Physician Specialist came to see me 
and ordered a battery of blood tests, one returned 
showing an impending Pulmonary Embolism so I was 
whizzed down for a CT scan of my chest, this was 
negative. 

 

 

Then off to High Care and the ‘full monty’ drip, 
catheter and oxygen plus heart and respiration 
monitoring. I was sent, via ambulance, to Westville 
Hospital for an M. R. I. scan and this showed the 
benign brain tumour which I have had since 2008 
had now grown, be it very, very slightly. Was this the 
cause for the terrible headaches and dislike of the 
light and noise in the hospital? 

After ten days in hospital I was discharged in a 
wheelchair unable to walk unaided, I had to use a 
walker and then a stick for about two months as I 
was still losing my balance. I found also that my 
memory was terrible too, had written notes left all 
around the house as an aid for this predicament!  

During late September I found that my spectacles 
were not working for me so visited my optician and 
he saw that I had a haemorrhage at the back of my 
left eye and that he would have to give me a very 
much stronger lens prescription, so much so that I 
would think that it was not correct for me! Four 
months later I returned to the optician with the same 
story, so now he would need to change my lens script 
once more, almost back to the original script. He 
observed that the haemorrhage at the back of my 
left eye had vanished!  

It was discovered that the reason for my stroke was 
a blood clot in the vertebral artery on the left side of 
my neck that had been released during the 
manipulation of my neck, and before it could do any 
harm was possibly dissolved just in time when I had 
a blood thinning injection before the CT scan some 
24 hours later. 

So here I am my friends almost a year later rejoicing 
about three miracle healings in one year. The rash 
has gone; my sight has improved; and I did not 
become paralysed neither was I prevented from 
talking!
